CHAPTER 9

A NEW NATIONAL IDENTITY

I. American Foreign Policy (Sec 1)

A. Settling Disputes with Great Britain – Treaty of Ghent ended War of 1812 – Still Problems the Rush-Bagot Agreement solved them, limited navel powers for both – Convention of 1800 – Treaty set boundaries between  British owned Canada and the U.S.

B. United States Gains Florida – Spain owned Florida – 1816 James Monroe becomes President – Sends General Jackson (hero of war of 1812- eventually President)to secure Florida\U.S. border Seminoles Tribe-Raids, help slaves-1918 Jackson troops invade Florida to fight Seminoles – First War – Jackson took over Spain’s Military Posts and overthrew government – Jackson did this without Presidents consent

1. Adams-Onis Treaty – U.S. takes Florida gives Spain Texas and 5million

C. Monroe Doctrine – Spain losing colonies in Latin America – Simon Bolivar led independence charge – 1821 Mexico gained ind – Pres. Monroe worried for American territories – 

1. Monroe Doctrine – Warning to foreign nations not to colonize in Latin America – Latin America is in its sphere of influence – still important today

II. Nationalism and Sectionalism (sec 2)

A. Growing Nationalism – A feeling of pride and loyalty to a nation – Clay started the American System – Steps to make the U.S.  Economically self sufficient-Govt build roads

1. Roads and Canals – Cumberland Rd. 1815-first road built by American government –– Erie Canal 1818-ran from Albany to buffalo NY-expensive but increased commerce immensely 

2. Era of Good Feeling – 1815-25 – Time of pride peace and progress

3. Missouri Compromise 1820– sectionalism disagreement between leaders of different regions- If Missouri was admitted as a Slave state it would undue the balance of 11 slave and free states – the compromise settled the conflict – Missouri Slave, Main Free, Border set for free or slave – still strong disagreements over slavery between north and south
B. Election of 1824 – Andrew Jackson won the popular vote but did not have enough electoral votes – Election went to the HOR – They picked JQA – Clay was picked as secretary of state

III. American Culture   (Sec 3) – Before 1800’s, America took  cultural ides from GB and Europe and Writers  - now getting ideas from American culture not Britain – NEW NATIONAL CULTURE INSPIRED BY AMERICAN HISTORY
A. American Culture –Writing
1.  Washington Irving – Named after George Washington – Became Famous used Humor – learn from past be cautious about future-Sleepy Hollow, Rip Van – 

2. John Fillmore Cooper – Story of west and Native Americans – Historical Fictions – Last of the Mohicans

B. New Style of Art – Hudson River School – Painters reflect national Pride Founder Thomas Cole – 

C. Religion and Music – Revivals – Revitalization and reawaking religious faith started in the mid 1800’s – Sang songs called spirituals – Folk Music, used in Jacksons campaign

D. Architecture and Education 
1.  Jefferson leading architect - used Greek and Roman Architectural influences

2.  Idea of state Govt  funded education grew – MA. First to have dept of Education
